‘Menstrual health literacy has a direct
impact on young peoples’ quality of life,
health, academic and professional
performance. This paper reports on the
findings of a survey of 5007 young
Australian women aged 13-25 on their
experiences of menstruation,
dysmenorrhea and education.’

We are sure this research will have
helpful relevance to you all as you
address the issues of early intervention
with your health decision makers in your
own communities and countries.

Dr. Mike Armour is a senior research fellow in
Women'’s Health at NICM Health Research
Institute and the Translational Health Research
Institute at Western Sydney University.
